RWANDAN PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS:   
People can be very creative in their fear.  These days, there are many stories and suspicions circulating 
around the community in Rwanda ς both expatriate and national.  Though there is (to this point) no reason 
to doubt that elections will be peaceful, there is always a chance of conflict.  Please pray for peaceful and fair 
elections in which people can be confident.

Thomas and I (Tim) went 
back to Kenya for another 
visit with the American 
surgeon who plated my 
clavicle in May.  Because 
of the complexity of the 
injury, he wanted to 
evaluate it first-hand.  
And, having had 
complications with the 
incision, I was glad to go 
back.  He looked at x-rays, 
my range of motion and

One of the most fun experiences in these complicated weeks was 
repairing my bicycle.  I had ridden my bike only once before the accident.  And, it was pretty trashed after the

We tossed my bike in the back, with the thought that 
there might be a mechanic who could look at it.  Wow!  A world-class mechanic from France (whose father is 
a Tour de France mechanic) fixed my bicycle to better than it was before the accident.  In the middle of 
Africa!
